Enjoy a ground breaking day out with travel over the newly re-completed Airdrie to Bathgate line coupled with a 

decent afternoon break in Edinburgh! 

It is good news to see a railway route come back to life - and 

that is just the case with the Airdrie to Bathgate line, which 

originally lost its passenger service in 1956 and closed 

completely in the early 1980's. It runs across mid Scotland 

and re-establishes a further rail link between Glasgow and 

Edinburgh. Scheduled services are due to start in December 

and we are lucky enough to feature this route as part of this 

day excursion to the shopping and cultural capital of 

Scotland - Edinburgh. 
 

 After last pick up at Carlisle, we head for Edinburgh by way 

of the Glasgow & South Western route through Dumfries 

before cutting across to the Ayrshire coast route using the 

Mauchline Junction to Newton-on-Ayr freight link. 

Approaching Glasgow we cross this sprawling city via the 

Shields Junction to High St. Junction 'City Union' line before 

joining the re-opened Bathgate route to complete our 

outward journey to Edinburgh, where you will have around 

3 hours to explore and enjoy this bustling city. 
 

Our return route is via Carstairs and Beattock Summit back 

to Carlisle, where we will commence setting down at our 

originating stations back to Crewe to complete a great day 

out.
